lSchematic View and Description




1.( 4 ) Volume Up

a. Press and Hold: Increases the volume.

b. Short Press: Skips to the next track.

2.( ) ) Multi-Function Button

Functions:

a. Pairing: Allows you to pair the device with your Bluetooth-enabled device.

b. Play/Pause: Toggles music playback.

c. Answer/End Calls: Press to accept or end a phone call.

d. ON/OFF: Turns the headphones on or off.

3.(—)Volume Down

a. Press and Hold: Decreases the volume.

b. Short Press: Skips to the previous track.

4. Active Noise Cancellation (ANC) Function

a. ANC On/Transparent Mode: Activates noise-cancelling feature, or switches to
transparent mode for ambient sound.

b. ANC Off: Disables ANC for standard listening.

5. LED Indicator (Red/Blue)

Red/Blue Light: Indicates the power and pairing status of the device.

a. Red: Charging or standby.

b. Blue: Connected to a device and actively paired.

6. Charging Port

Connect your device to the charging port to recharge the headphones.

7. Aux Input

Use this port to plug in an audio cable, deactivating Bluetooth and ANC
functions for a wired connection.

8. Built-in Microphone

Integrated microphone for hands-free calls.

9. Noise Cancelling Microphones

These microphones enhance the noise-cancelling experience by detecting and
blocking external sounds.

10. Touch Screen

Use the touch screen for interactive controls, such as adjusting volume,
skipping tracks, or answering calls.




11. USB-C Charging Cable

Use the included USB-C cable for fast charging of your headphones.

12. Audio Cable

Use this cable to connect the headphones directly to a device that supports a
3.5mm audio jack.

lSetup and Charging Instructions

1. Unpacking

Keep the packaging for future use. The appliance can be stored in its original
packaging if it is not going to be used for an extended period of time. This will
help protect the appliance from dust and potential damage.

2. Charging

This appliance is powered by a built-in rechargeable battery. For optimal
performance, it needs to be fully charged before the first use.

2.1 Connect the appliance to a compatible adapter using the provided USB-C
charging cable. Then, plug the adapter into a 5V ( === ) power source (such as a
standard USB wall charger or a computer’s USB port).

2.2 The charging indicator will light up in red to signal that the appliance is
charging.

2.3 Once the battery is fully charged, the charging indicator will turn off. At this
point, disconnect the appliance from the charging cable.

2.4 The appliance is now fully charged and ready for use.

3.Charging Time

3.1 Approximately 2 to 3 hours for a full charge.

3.2 Up to 29 hours of continuous music playback on a single charge.




lUsage Instructions

1.Line In

Ensure the audio cable is plugged in and turned on before use.

2. Pairing

2.1 Make sure your headphones and device are within 3 feet (1 meter) of each
other.

2.2 Enable Bluetooth on both devices.

2.3 The LED indicator on the headphones will flash blue first, then alternate
between blue and red, indicating pairing mode.

2.4 On your device, search for nearby Bluetooth connections and select the
headphones.

2.5 Once paired, the LED will flash blue slowly, confirming the connection.

3. Multi-function Button (Pairing, Play/Pause, Answer/End Calls)

3.1Press and hold the button for 4 seconds to power on the headphones. The
LED will flash blue and red automatically, indicating pairing mode.

3.2 Enable Bluetooth on your device and search for nearby connections. If no
device is connected within 20 minutes, the headphones will automatically turn
off.

3.3 Find "PDJYBNG618” in the search results and select it to connect. Once
connected, the LED will flash blue.

3.4 To pause/play music, short-press the button. To skip to the next track,
short-press.

3.5 To accept or reject a call, short-press the button. To reject a call, press and
hold the button for 2 seconds.

3.6 Short-press to end the call.

3.7 To dial the last dialed number, double-click the button.

3.8 Long-press (4 seconds) to power off the headphones.

3.9 To turn noise cancellation on, slide the ON/OFF button to the “on” position.
To turn it off, slide the button to “off.”

4. Volume Up (Next Track)




4.1Press and hold the button to increase the volume.

4.2 Short-press to skip to the next song.

5. Volume Down (Previous Track)

5.1Press and hold the button to decrease the volume.

5.2 Short-press to play the previous song.

6. ANC (Active Noise Cancellation) On/Off

6.1Short-press the ANC button to turn noise cancellation on.

6.2 Short-press the Transparent button to activate transparency mode.

6.3 Short-press the ANC button again to turn noise cancellation off.

Note: ANC will only function when the Bluetooth connection is active.

7. Touch Screen (Detachable)

7.1 Once the Bluetooth connection is established, detach the touch screen.
This screen allows you to control the music, volume, ANC, and transparency
settings directly.

7.2 You can use the touch screen to adjust the settings easily and intuitively.
